In the latest ESI data released recently, UCAS ranked 66" globally and the first
among universities in the Chinese mainland.

Q: What disciplines do UCAS provide, and which subjects are more competitive?

A: UCAS enjoys a complete discipline system covering 10 disciplines, including
philosophy, economics, law, education, literature, science, engineering, agriculture,
medicine, and management. We have over 160 doctoral programs and over 200
master programs. According to the results of the fourth round of discipline evaluation
by the Ministry of Education of China, 30 subjects of UCAS are rated as Class A, of
which 18 were A+ subjects including mathematics, physics, chemistry, astronomy,
geography, atmospheric sciences, marine sciences, geophysics, geology, biology,



systems science, ecology, electronic science and technology, computer science and
technology, environmental science and engineering, agricultural resources and
environment, fisheries, pharmacy. According to the latest ESI data (Essential Science
Indicators), in all the 22 subject rankings, materials science and chemistry at UCAS
rank among the top 10,000 in ESI. Seven disciplines, including materials science,
chemistry, environmental science and ecology, engineering, plant and animal science,
agriculture, and earth science, are ranking among the top 1000 in ESI, and 18
disciplines are ranking in the top 1% of ESI. While maintaining its discipline
advantages in the field of natural science, UCAS has been putting efforts on applied
disciplines, emerging interdisciplinary disciplines, humanities, and social sciences in
recent years, and gradually showing its strength in management, philosophy, medicine,
psychology, economics, law, and other disciplines.

A: UCAS provides a world-class scientific research innovation practice platform
including 23 major national science and technology infrastructures, 1 national
laboratory, 2 national research centers, 73 national key laboratories, 189 key
laboratories of the Chinese Academy of Sciences, 8 national engineering research
centers, 17 national engineering technology research centers and 12 national
engineering laboratories, all of which are distributed in various graduate training
units.

A: UCAS has established close cooperation with many world-renowned universities,
research institutes, and international organizations. UCAS enjoys close contact and
cooperation with world-class universities such as Harvard University, MIT, Stanford
University, Columbia University, University of Cambridge, University of Bristol, the
Technical University of Munich in Germany, the Australian National University,
University of Science and Arts and Humanities of France, Paris Sorbonne University,
the University of Toronto, Canada, the National University of Singapore, as well as
well-known international research institutions such as the Royal Academy of Sciences,
the Max Planck Institute in Germany, France's National Scientific Research Center,
American Academy of Sciences. With the support of the Chinese Academy of



Sciences and the Danish Ministry of Science, Technology, and Education, UCAS and
eight Danish universities have jointly established the "Sino-Danish Center" for
education, research, and innovation, and the "Sino-Danish Institute,” a
Chinese-foreign cooperative school. The "International Center for Theoretical Physics
(Asia-Pacific)" under UNESCO will be established under the cooperation of the
National Natural Science Foundation of China and the International Center for
Theoretical Physics (ICTP). The Kavli Institute at UCAS was founded with the
support of the Kavli Foundation in the United States and is now one of the 20 Kavli
Institute members in the world. UCAS is a member of the Pacific Rim University
Alliance (APRU) and one of the host universities for the ANSO Scholarship and CSC
Scholarship. Relying on the Overseas Science and Education Center of the Chinese
Academy of Sciences, UCAS has established overseas joint science and education
centers in Sri Lanka, Myanmar, and Uzbekistan, providing a platform for scientific
and technological innovation cooperation and cultivating high-level talents with
countries along the "One Belt And One Road" routes.

The school will generally
examine and approve it in June of the fourth semester. Applicants are required to
obtain financial security to study and live in China for their PhD program. If approved
by the university, the student will officially transfer to the doctoral study in the fifth
semester.

Applicants taught by Chinese in junior or high school or the undergraduate or
graduate period are not required to provide the certificate.

Other students shall,
in principle, be required to prove that their Chinese level has reached HSK Level 5.

But
because they are often very busy for their jobs, and so many applicants may contact
them, eager to join in their research teams, they may not have much time to respond to
your emails one by one. This reminds the applicant to put more effort and make your
emails much more attractive and competitive. Here are some suggestions for you:

1. DO NOT send group emails. A group sending email does not convey to a
professor that you have a strong desire to be a student of his or her.

2. DO NOT send emails in an informal format. It is hard to let the recipient feel
that you are serious.

3. DO NOT send emails to the professor who has no common research interest
with you. Before you send emails, make sure you have a detailed understanding of the
professor's academic background, research interests and recent topics. It is better to
carefully read his or her academic papers published in recent years.

4. DO NOT ask the professor to give you an acceptance letter just by writing
two sentences without any attractive information. Of course, it should not be too long.
The contents of the email shall include but not limited to self-introduction, your own
research interest, statement of academic pursuit and purpose of study in China.

5. DO NOT forget to attach your resume, certificates of academic qualifications
and degrees, report cards, published journal papers, research proposal, honorary



certificates, and other materials with the email. These are essential references for
professors to know about your education and academic background.

Q: My home country/country of residence signed a mutual visa exemption agreement
with China. Can | register on a visa-free visa?

A: No. According to Chinese laws, international students should hold a study visa or a
residence permit to study and live in China. People who enter China on a visa-free
visa cannot apply for a residence permit.
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Q: How can | apply for a visa extension after registration with a X visa?

A: Students with a study visa must apply for a residence permit within 30 days of
entering China. The specific process is that the new students submit the Application
Form for Residence Permit for International Students of the University of Chinese
Academy of Sciences and other relevant materials to their college/institute.

Q: I am now in China. Can I register directly with L/F/S/T/W and other non-study
visa/residence permit?

A: No. You must hold a study visa/residence permit to register. As far as we know,
you should leave China as soon as possible and apply for visa X to Chinese embassies
and consulates abroad.
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Q: Does application visa need physical examination, what item does the physical
examination involve?

A: Yes, the physical examination report is a necessary material for applying for the
visa and residence permit in China. For the items of physical examination, please
refer to the Foreigner Physical Examination Form. New students should have a
physical examination before entering China. After entering China, they should take
the original physical examination report to the International Travel Health Care
Center in Beijing or where the colleges/institutes is located to check its validity. Those
who pass the verification may obtain the \erification Certificate of Physical
Examination Records for Overseas Personnel and apply for a residence permit. With
the approval of the Chinese embassies and consulates abroad, they can complete the
physical examination at the International Travel Health Care Center in Beijing or the
place where the college/institute is located after entry. Those who pass the physical
examination can obtain the Verification Certificate of Physical Examination Records
for Overseas Personnel and apply for a residence permit.
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Q: Which hospitals could provide the physical examination?

A: The hospital should be accredited by Chinese embassies and consulates abroad.
For details, please consult the Chinese embassies and consulates near your location.

Q: What are the accommodation conditions in UCAS?

A: UCAS Zhongguancun Campus, Yuquanlu Campus, and Yangihu Campus provide
some accommodation for international students. Accommodation conditions vary
somewhat on each campus, but the following basic accommodation facilities are
provided, including air conditioning, bed, wardrobe, desk, stool, heating, bath, and
toilet, etc., usually in double rooms.
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Q: Does UCAS provide on-campus accommodation for accompanying family
members?

A: Not available. Students are requested to provide off-campus accommodation for
their family members.
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Q: What is the accommaodation fee on campus?

A: UCAS charges 900 RMB per person per month for a double room. According to
relevant regulations, CSC Scholarship and UCAS Scholarship students are exempt
from the accommaodation fee.
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Q: Does the institute | intend to enroll in providing us with accommodation inside the
institute? How much does it charge?

A: CAS has more than 100 research institutes located in more than 20 provinces and
cities in China. The actual situation varies from institute to institute, and the situation
changes from year to year, and the fees are more or less different. Please consult the
institute that you plan to enter yourself to provide you with accommodation and the
charge.
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Q: Is there anything I should pay special attention to if I live off campus?

A: According to Chinese law, foreigners must register with the local police station for
temporary accommodation within 24 hours after landing. If there is any change of
passport, visa, or accommodation address, they are required to re-register with the
local police station within the prescribed time, or they will face legal punishment.
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Q: I'am a Muslim, and does the UCAS campus canteen provide halal food? Is it also
available in the institute canteen?

A: Yangi Lake Campus and Zhongguancun Campus are equipped with Halal Canning
Hall to provide Halal food. The campus supermarket also offers some halal food.
Many institute campuses have canteens. Please consult the institute you intend to
enroll in whether they provide halal food.

Q: Can I cook my food in the UCAS Student Apartments?



A: No. Students are not allowed to cook in the campus apartments, according to the
university's student apartment management rules. The campus canteen provides a
variety of food and beverage services to meet students' basic dietary needs.
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Q: Is it convenient for international students to seek medical treatment? My Chinese
is not good, will I have communication problems?

A: It is convenient. International students of our university can obtain medical
treatment through the "comprehensive insurance for international students” provided
by Ping An Insurance Company of China. The insurance covers the Chinese
mainland's whole territory, no matter in Beijing or other parts of the Chinese mainland,
the local public medical treatment is available. The insurance company provides 24
hours of English and Chinese telephone consultation and medical guidance services.
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Q: Does the school provide psychological counseling services? How to make an
appointment?

A: The school provides psychological counseling services for all students to answer
their general psychological problems and psychological troubles. International
students can make WeChat online appointments through WeChat and add WeChat ID:
ucasmentalHealth.
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Q: What campus activities does UCAS offer?

A: The university organizes a variety of cultural and academic activities throughout
the year. International students can interact and learn about each other's culture with
Chinese students and students from other countries. Activities include the Chinese and
foreign cultural exchange activities, such as international culture festivals, Chinese
traditional culture-related activities (such as world-class intangible cultural heritage
lectures, Chinese paper cutting, Chinese cuisine experience, Tai Chi learning, Beijing
Opera, etc.), in addition to all kinds of contests, sports, photography contest, the
visiting to Chinese historical attractions. International students also can participate in
international academic conferences held on the campus of UCAS and visit and
practice at CAS institutes in various parts of China.
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Q: Does UCAS provide sports facilities such as football fields, basketball courts,
swimming pools, or gymnasiums?

A: Yangi Campus has a tracking ground, a football field, a basketball court, a
swimming pool, and a gymnasium; Yuguan Campus has a football field, a basketball
court, a volleyball court, a badminton court; Zhongguancun Campus has a basketball
court, a swimming pool, and a gymnasium. All of the stadiums and facilities are open
to students.
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Q: It is said that Chinese universities require international students to learn Chinese.
Why? What level should they reach?



A: Many international students have no basic knowledge of Chinese before coming to
China. Learning a little Chinese will make it easier for you to study and live in China
and better integrate into the campus and Chinese society. International students should
reach HSK Level 3 and have basic listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills
before graduation
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Q: Is it possible to leave China while studying in China?

A: Yes, the "leave form" should be filled in advance and sent with relevant materials
to the training unit, and it will take effect after being approved.
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Q: It is said that the requirements are relatively high, not easy for students to graduate,
IS it true?

A: The graduation requirements and degree awarding conditions for international
students are the same as those for Chinese students in the same category. The
university requires all graduate students to study hard, devote themselves to learning,
complete the required course credits and compulsory course credits, complete the
graduation/dissertation and pass the thesis defense, to acquire certain professional
knowledge and scientific research innovation ability upon graduation.
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Q: Can outstanding students apply for early graduation?

A: Outstanding students who meet the graduation requirements in advance within the

basic schooling system can graduate one year at most in advance after being agreed
by their supervisor, assessed by the college/institute, and approved by UCAS.
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Q: What if I can't complete my studies within the basic academic years?

A: UCAS adopts a flexible length of schooling system. Those who fail to complete
their studies within the basic schooling period may apply for an extension of the
schooling period. The basic length of study for master students is generally 3 years,
and the longest length of study (including suspension) shall not exceed 4 years. The
basic length of study for doctoral students is generally 3 years, and the longest length
of study (including suspension) shall not exceed 6 years. The length of study
(including suspension) for students who are approved to transfer from a master
program to a doctoral program is generally 5 years. The maximum length of study
(including suspension) should not exceed not more than 8 years.
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
